National Stock Exchange of India Ltd., a Company incorporated under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956, having its registered office at Exchange Plaza, C-1, Block G, Bandra Kurla Complex, Bandra (East), Mumbai- 400 051, hereinafter referred to as “NSE/Exchange” (which expression shall, unless repugnant to the context or meaning thereof, be deemed to mean and include its affiliates, group companies, successors and assigns) of the One Part;

And

· [Any regulated entity (entity to specify the regulator)]; 

· [Any listed corporate]; 

· [Any unlisted company, which has been issued special securities by the Government of India, using only special securities as collateral]; 

· [Any All-India Financial Institution (FIs) viz. Exim Bank, NABARD, NHB and Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI), constituted by an Act of Parliament]; and 

· [Any other entity approved by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time];

and having its office / registered office at __________________________________________________________________________________hereinafter referred to as “Applicant” (which expression shall, unless repugnant to the context or meaning thereof, be deemed to mean and include its successors and assigns) of the Other Part.

NSEIL and the Applicant shall hereinafter be jointly referred to as the “Parties” and severally as the “Party”.

WHEREAS:

A. NSE offers a Tri-party Repo Market (“TRM”) platform in the Debt Segment, which is an online web based, anonymous, order matching & multilateral trading platform for tri-party repo on eligible corporates debt securities. 



B. Limited Purpose Clearing Corporations (“LPCCs”) have been authorised by SEBI to offer tri-party repo agency services in relation to repurchase agreement of an instrument used for borrowing funds by selling eligible securities with an agreement to repurchase the said securities on a mutually agreed future date at an agreed price (“Repo Trades”) .



C. AMC Repo Clearing Limited (“ARCL”) has represented that it has obtained all requisite approvals from Reserve Bank of India (“RBI”) and Securities and Exchange Board of India (“SEBI”) for acting as a Tri-party Repo agent and for launching its repo product (“Product”) on stock exchanges. 



D. ARCL recognises that NSE is one of the recognised stock exchanges under SEBI Securities Contracts (Regulation) Act, 1956 and offers various products as a part of its offerings. ARCL being a LPCC intends to offer its Product on NSE’s TRM platform.



E. Relying on ARCL’s representations, the Exchange has agreed to offer the Product on its TRM platform in accordance with the Bye Laws, Rules and Regulations of the Exchange and the clearing and settlement activities for the Product will be undertaken by ARCL.



F. The Applicant is a Trading Member who is already admitted on the Debt Segment of NSE and is hereby desirous of trading in the ARCL Product and the terms of trading in the Product shall be governed by a bilateral contract between the Applicant and ARCL. 



G. NSE is offering the said TRM platform on a best effort basis and no claims by the Trading Member shall lie against NSE with regards to offering the TRM platform and trading of the ARCL Product on this TRM Platform. 





NOW THEREFORE THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSETH AND IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY THE APPLICANT HERETO AS UNDER:



1. The Applicant understands and agrees that the Tri-party Repo transactions shall be facilitated by NSE on its platform, which transactions shall be conducted in accordance with Repo Agent Laws, as applicable. “Repo Agent Laws” means the  Bye-laws, Rules, Regulations, circulars, master circulars, guidelines, notices, directions, policies, orders of NSE /ARCL/ RBI/ SEBI (as may be amended from time to time).  Further, the Repo Agent Laws as applicable shall be deemed to be an integral part of this Agreement and shall govern the Tri-party Repo transactions and be binding on the Applicant. In the event of any conflict or contradiction between the Repo Agent Laws and this Agreement, the provisions of the Repo Agent Laws shall prevail over the Agreement.



2. The nature of entities eligible to be registered as a Trading Member for the purpose of trading of this Product on the TRM Platform, shall be as notified by ARCL to the Exchange (provided the same shall be subject to the eligibility criteria prescribed by NSE) vide the Repo Agent Laws as may be modified from time to time. Further, the Applicant may withdraw from participation under the TRM Platform, in accordance with the process specified under the Repo Agent Laws. 



3. The Applicant further agrees that ARCL may prescribe the list of securities which will be eligible as collateral for the Tri-party Repo transactions vide the Repo Agent Laws as amended from time to time. NSE would avail the services of ARCL for risk management, clearing and settlement and collateral management for TRM Platform. 



4. The Applicant confirms that as borrower on the TRM Platform, it shall not use the securities issued by its Affiliates as collateral for the purpose of Tri-party Repo transactions. The Applicant agrees to provide a list of its Affiliates to NSE and keep NSE updated in case of any changes to the said list from time to time. “Affiliate” shall mean with respect to a person, any other person that is directly or indirectly, through one or more intermediate persons, Controlling, controlled by, or under common Control with such person or as specified by NSE/ARCL from time to time. “Control” shall have the meaning assigned to it under the Companies Act 2013, provided that, in any event: the direct or indirect acquisition or control of more than 50% (fifty per cent) of the voting rights or of securities of a person is deemed to constitute Control of that person, and “Controlling” and “Controlled” have corresponding meanings.



5. The Applicant understands and agrees that the tenure of Tri-party Repo transactions shall be specified in the Repo Agent Laws as may be issued and/or amended by  RBI/SEBI NSE/ ARCL  from time to time.



6. The Applicant agrees that NSE shall be entitled to charge such fees, deposits, transaction charges, taxes, duties, regulatory levies, expenses, reimbursements or such other charges from it as a Trading Member, whether statutory or otherwise, as may be specified by NSE from time to time vide the Repo Agent Laws. 



7. The Applicant understands and agrees that notwithstanding any other provisions of this Agreement, NSE has the right to withdraw the Applicant’s access to the TRM Platform for breach of the terms and conditions under this Agreement or the Repo Agent Laws, or if it is detrimental to the interest/reputation of NSE. Such a withdrawal of access shall be without any notice and shall be for such period as may be determined by NSE. Further, NSE has a right to impose penalties or fines or such other charges on the Applicant for violation of any requirements issued by NSE from time to time in accordance with the Repo Agent Laws. NSE may also have the right to take any disciplinary action against the Applicant as a Trading Member in accordance with the Repo Agent Laws.



8. The Applicant further concurs that NSE reserves the right to add, modify or amend any part of this Agreement by way of Circulars issued/published from time to time. NSE is also entitled to amend the Repo Agent Laws and upon its publication on the NSE website, the Applicant will be deemed to have consented to them, and accordingly to be bound by the Repo Agent Laws prevailing from time to time.



9. The Applicant warrants that the underlying collateral for the Tri-party Repo transaction as provided by it is free from any lien, charge, pledge or any encumbrance(s) of whatsoever nature.



10. The Applicant understands and agrees that it is and will be bound by the clearing and settlement procedures prescribed by NSE/ARCL/NCL from time to time. The Applicant further agrees that NSE shall not be held responsible or liable for any failure, misuse, mishandling, damage, loss, defect of computer systems, telecommunication network and other equipment installed at the Applicant’s offices and NSE has the right to inspect and supervise all computer systems, software programs, tele-communications equipment etc, which are provided by NSE at the Applicant’s office and that the Applicant will not make any alterations, modifications and changes without prior written consent of NSE. The Applicant also agrees to ensure that the data communication link between NSE’s equipment and the Applicant’s Trader Workstation, if any, shall be used on point-to-point basis only. 32. The Applicant understands and agrees that this Agreement shall become effective and binding upon it from the date of execution of this Agreement by both the Parties and with immediate effect the Applicant shall be eligible to participate in the TRM Platform from such date as NSE permits it to participate, subject to the terms and conditions as prescribed by NSE from time to time. 



33. For the avoidance of doubt, NSE is not and shall not be assumed to be a party to or otherwise be liable in any manner with respect to the Repo Trades initiated through the Platform.
